Pero el context social que ens envolta ens obliga a fixar la mirada en alguns temes
que no podem obviar. Si per a la majoria de les persones la sexualitat és una font de
plaer, hem de ser capaces i capagos de facilitar que totes les diversitats tinguin
accés a aquest gaudi, sigui com sigui el seu cos. I si hem d’estar al costat de qui
pateix qualsevol forma de desigualtat, ens correspon donar resposta als reclams
que moltes persones amb orientacions sexuals i identitats de génere no normatives
estan manifestant des de fa temps. Si és veritat que ens preocupa la vivencia dels
malestars psicosocials que tenen el seu origen en causes estructurals no podem
deixar de posicionar-nos en qiiestions com la prostitucio, la gestié dels desitjos en
entorns institucionalitzats i la dignitat que mereix qualsevol projecte de vida.

Els feminismes van popularitzar ’expressié Allo que és personal és politic. I nosal-
tres, les treballadores i els treballadors socials, aixo ja ho sabiem perqué la nostra
professio ha estat pionera a ’hora de considerar la interaccié entre els condicionants
socials iles realitats individuals. No és possible separar el que és public del que és
privat perqué s6n ambits que s’influeixen miatuament. Fem Treball Social als des-
patxos i al carrer, pero també a les cuines, als menjadors i als dormitoris.

Aquest numero ha estat un repte per a ’equip de la revista. Preparant-lo hem parlat
de sexes, d’afectes, de poders, de llenguatges i de llibertats. No ens ha resultat
dificil aconseguir articles amb un bon nivell de qualitat perqué cada cop s6n més
les persones expertes que estan treballant aquestes qiiestions. Us convidem a llegir-
lo amb curiositat i amb respecte, com fem gairebé sempre.
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Editorial
Sexuality is a social construct and this means that there are many ways to express it
and live it. Possibly as many as there are people.

Historically, social work has not looked at sexuality as a matter of interest because
it has been considered a dimension that belonged to the private sphere of individu-
als, and possibly also because we still have resistances to recognize certain situations
of inequality and discomfort that are closely related to how this issue is socially
seen.

Nevertheless, the social context surrounding us makes us set eyes on some issues
we can not ignore. If sexuality is a source of pleasure for most people, we must be
able to provide to all diversities an access to this enjoyment, whatever the body. If
we have to be close to those who suffer from any form of inequality, we need to
respond to the claims that many people with different sexual orientations and diverse
gender identities are stating for some time. If it is true that we are concerned about
the experience of psychosocial discomfort that has its origin in the structural cau-
ses, we need to express our position on issues such as prostitution, management of
desires in an institutional environment and the dignity deserved by any life project.

Feminism popularized the expression ‘What is personal is political’. And us, social
workers, we already knew that because our profession was pioneer in understanding
the interaction between individual and social realities. It is not possible to separate
the public from the private because these areas has an influence on one another. We
do social work in the offices and on the street, but also in kitchens, dining rooms
and bedrooms.

This edition of the magazine has been a challenge for the team. While we were
preparing it we talked about sex, affections, powers, liberties and languages. It was
not difficult to get articles with a good quality because the experts working on
these issues are increasing. We invite you to read it with curiosity and respect, as we
almost always do.
